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The Data Center is equipped with an air-conditioning system to cool IT devices that are
densely installed. The Hitachi Cable Group'’s Data Center in Hitachi City, lbaraki
Prefecture has succeeded in saving a substantial amount of energy after introducing a
water-cooled air-conditioning system, not yet in common use, and a method in which
fresh air is used. The company recently achieved 1.19 in PUE (Power Usage
Effectiveness), an energy savings index used for data centers. This showed that our data
center is at the highest level of energy-saving performance worldwide (based on average
performance results from January 2009 to December 2009).

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Hitachi Cable Manchester Inc. USA has strived to decrease its use of the flammable
liquid methyl ethyl ketone (hereafter referred to as MEK). In two years, from 2005 to
2007, the company cut use of approximately 1,700 liters of printing ink with MEK|
approximately 2,100 kg of MEK solution for cleaning, and approximately 1,000 kg of
MEK waste. In addition, Hitachi Cable Manchester succeeded in slashing waste by
approximately 16,000 kg in 2008 compared to the previous year by recycling about
7,400 kg of polyethylene from the contents of large-sized waste storage trailers. The
company received an Honorable Mention from the Governor of New Hampshire in

November 2009 after eaming high marks in this state for the pollution prevention
program.
